Your personal information will be shared with the following organisations or 
college departments:

The College will not share your personal information with any third parties or use 
the information provided for any purpose other than outlined above.

We remove all personal data (listed above under 
‘What information do we collect about you?’) from the booking system/ResDiary 
portal every two years in line with housekeeping procedures. You will then be 
required to provide your contact details again for any future bookings made 
directly with either Westerly or Salt & Barrel.
